I will be attending Region on Friday 1-11 and 1-12-13 in Ellensburg WA therefore I am requesting the RCM travel money of 150.00 today. Good morning service family and Happy New Year to you all. I would like to apologize for my absence at ASC last month and the inconvenience that it caused any groups who were unable to get their literature, especially the GSRs from out of town. No excuses, I just over slept.

I’ve sent the revised group order form and the complete order form/ price list in emails to both the website liaison and the secretary to make them available on the website as well as in the minutes. I have copies of both order forms here with me today and encourage the GSRs to take them back to their home groups to make ordering literature more efficient. I think it would be very helpful to include the group order form in the minutes every month and will be submitting a motion to do that. I’m also submitting a motion in regards to new storage containers for the literature as we discussed at November’s ASC. I completed and brought the excess literature inventory with me today for discussion and possible resolution and also emailed it to the secretary so they were included in last month’s minutes. As directed to by the committee, the audit was performed on December 16th and I’d have to say it was the most thorough audit I’ve ever participated in. All was accounted for and the summary of it is as follows:

Since taking over the position, the sales total was $4018.50; the total amount of literature ordered was $3760.64; which makes a monthly average of $669.75 in sales and only $626.77 ordered, which shows that I have been depleting the excess stock I inherited. The monetary value of literature inventory is $2043.03 which is well under the $3500.00 limit and will decrease even more once we decide what to do with the excess literature we have. During the audit we discovered that the literature guidelines make absolutely no sense and desperately need to be updated and changed. I don’t know if this is something that can be accomplished with a motion or if it will require a special ad-hoc committee to make all the necessary changes, but either way it absolutely needs to be done. Just to let everyone know, the limited 1st edition Living Clean is available this month, so if anyone is interested in getting a copy please let me know because they are only available upon request as is all of the gift/limited editions. Finally, for those GSRs responsible for buying literature for their groups here at ASC, PLEASE fill out an order form with your group’s name on it and then remember to come back up and get your order. There always seems to be a form accompanied by money with no name on it or someone’s order gets forgotten. Thank You!! In Loving Service, Heather B.
